It is healthy for youth to have
trusted adult mentors
outside their parent(s) who
can counsel them biblically
and pray with them. This is
part of the reason for the
program.

In general, struggles with
personal sin will be kept
confidential. Students
however will be
encouraged to share these
struggles (where
appropriate) and work in
prayerful tandem with
their parents on beneficial
solutions.
